The unique Muse technology, developed by Dr. Peter L. Noerr, provides the critical next step beyond the conceptually simple search engines currently available over the Internet.  Muse goes beyond ‘meta-search’ engines to deliver protocol independent, cross system searching from multiple sources combined with de-duped, consistent and enhanced results from all sources, advanced post-processing and information delivery.

In the child pages are a book review and a display of the availability status for one of the titles. From this display the user can place a reserve on a title, or even initiate and online purchase of the title.
